  I am a Detailer/Designer hired to help with the designing of the company’s design & shop drawings (I work out of my home).

  My main job up to this point has been to re-draw (and re-format) all the companies catalog items (700-800 drawings), and to keep consistency throughout the catalog (edit & re-draw all draws, correct incorrect views, text sizes, scales, misc. annotations, naming conventions, & set-up all items to scale in PaperSpace).

  I have designed programming to automate the set-up of new jobs in ModelSpace/PaperSpace format (not previously used), the average job will have 20-30 drawings. This alone will saved the company hundreds of man-hours a year in drafting/printing time.

  I also wrote many programs to automate the many of the design/drafting processes.

  The company plans to have their whole company run out of the drafting department using program automation as the driving force to control inventory, shop processes, purchasing, & product delivery.

  I created over 750 drawings (in 4 months) for the Company Catalog.  This includes a front, top, side, isometric, and (in most cases) a section call-out w/ an enlarged sectional view and a 3D model with a top & side copy.

  Each drawing also has a series of useable blocks created from each drawing there is also a front, top, left, right, section, 3D model, isometric, masked-front and masked-top view, each set in there own directory under the product type.  That’s 9 additional drawings for each drawing created (approx. 6,750 extra drawing blocks).

  This explanation of job duties for REDD Team is given only to accurately explain my job duties and the importance of my ability as a CAD Programmer/Detailer/Drafter to enhance future drafting department’s (that my wish to hire me), already established methods and procedures.

  All confidential company secrets (I have been made aware of) are being protected to my fullest understanding and ability.

  I was originally hired as a draftsman to detail aluminum products such as landings, ramps, walkways, bridges, stairs, stair towers, and handicap “specialty” product shop & erection drawings.

  It was discovered that I could build a very complex attribute system from their products. I was then directed to build their attribute system (over 8,000 blocks w/ attributes, in 6 short weeks).  This included drawing all the products from scratch (including creating a system for which all the products could be controlled visually, using layers, and annotation).  I wrote a program to help myself create their Attribute System (this was the only way to create all the block-attributes in such a short time).

  I wrote a demo program (at home in my spare time) of what the company could achieve using custom programming for their products (using the Attribute System I just created).  They bought the program (from DansMark Software Solutions), and I was immediately given the task of CAD Software Developer for REDD Team, to further develop more programming consistent with the demo, utilizing their products.

  Over the next 6 months I developed 20+ program applications (ranging from attribute extraction, to very, very complex, complete drawing programming packages).

  The programming reduced overhead by one clerical position  (immediately), and the second soon to follow, and an instant B.O.M.  Also, lots of the duties of two other major positions (Chief Engineer, and Purchaser), was reassigned to the drafting department (because the people either left for a new job or was promoted to a higher position). 

  Drafting that took hours, now takes minutes, and the human error factor has been eliminated!  A complete drawing, along with a full bill of materials, is the result, thus creating an extra bonus of accurate, error free, erection & shop drawings.

  I was asked to develop the “Drafting Standards & Procedures Policies” for the drafting department (complete CAD Standards).

I customized the “Drafting/Drawing Checking Procedures” (something I developed earlier, before working for REDD Team) to ensure thorough checking of each and every drawing before being sent to the shop (thus eliminating all errors).

  I organized the way details were shown, and what was needed to thoroughly convey most details.  How annotation was used throughout the drawing environment.  The proper usage of dimensioning techniques.  In short, proper drawing edicate!

  I developed the Standard Universal Ramp System (URS) template, used with each set of URS’s (a 27 page set of accompanying details that could be used with all URS drawings)

  Through my own personal company (DansMark Software Solutions) I sold REDD Team several of my programs to help with misc. daily functions.

  After seeing the drawings that were produced by the drafting department (nothing to scale, multiple text heights, multiple dimension types, errors in most details), I recommended them buying one of my products named ScaleMaster.

  ScaleMaster handles all “model space, paper space, title-block, viewport, scale factor, and annotation” relationships.

I refer to it as “Paper Space?… no brain’r”.

  Within minutes (easy to use, and with a context sensitive “Windows Help File”), the new drawings became accurate.  Text heights, and dimensions were now consistent.  Scales were accurate and defined.  It became easy to setup drawings and use multiple viewports.  Line scaling in finished drawings became legible.  Drawing became “fun” again (not disorganized and frustrating).  Drawing scales, text heights, and all other annotations were easily definable using the DansMark Software Solutions handy “Scale Reference Chart”.

  I also let REDD Team try two (2) other of my products, to help with everyday drafting duties (sales are still pending).

  DetailMaster is a dialog of different types of detail callouts.  It creates section, detail, elevation, callout (a circle w/ a leader, to a detail number & page, around the model part that refers to a detail of what needs to be shown to clarify what is happening at that location), and match-line callouts to show where (page & detail number) the related details are located. 

For example: 

  A user creates a column grid in plan view.  There is a label most drafters use to call out the plan view.  Not only will it create the callout, but it makes a block out of it and tells you if you try to duplicate it (keeps you from mismatching detail callouts in large 

drawings!).  Some of the guys at REDD Team are using it because it’s easy and convenient to use.  Besides, it helps to eliminate common mistakes.

  In the future, this program will enable the user to define their own “custom” detail callouts (add-on at an additional charge).

  ElevationMaster creates the elevation callouts (circle with cross extending through it, and hatched on opposite sides) with text, to the scale you are using. 

  Users have complete control over text (distance of text placement from elevation mark), and as with DetailMaster, it keeps track of the elevations, and informs you of duplicates.

  Also, there are lots of different elevation marks to choose from.

  I will have to say, “if REDD Team hadn’t hired me, they couldn’t have possibly produced the quantity & quality of drawings they produce now!”
